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    Welcome to 2nd Grade
I would like to take the opportunity to introduce myself. My name is Carol Jackson and I am honored to be your child’s 2nd grade teacher for the 2011-2012 school year at Anniston Avenue Elementary. 
I am excited about helping your child reach his or full potential. There will be many opportunities for your child to grow and develop.  I encourage you to help your child with his or her daily homework, set routines, and ask questions.  Please feel free to participate in your child’s education by volunteering in the classroom, helping with parties, and field trips.  Your help will always be appreciated.  

We will have special classes every day of the week.  Our specials time is 10:35-11:15. Your child will have the opportunity to participate in art, music, P.E., library, guidance. Please make sure that your child wears appropriate shoes on P.E. days (Monday and Friday). Lunch is approximately 11:30 a.m.
Our classroom rules are:  follow directions, come to class prepared, raise your hand before speaking, stay on task, be respectful of yourself and others, listen quietly while others are speaking, and always do your best.
HOMEWORK PLANNERS:  Your child will write all homework assignments in a homework planner provided by the school.  Their daily behavior “color” will also be noted in the planner.  (See the Classroom Management Plan for a description of the behavior “colors.”)  Please make sure all assignments are completed and returned to school the following day.  Also, sign the planner each night.  If planners are not signed, students will lose recess time.
HOMEWORK FOLDERS:  Your child will have a homework folder that must be returned to school each day.  Reading, Language, and/or Math homework assignments will be in the folder as well as notes from the teacher, school newsletters, etc.  Please check your child’s folder each night, and remove any papers that should be kept at home.  In addition, check your child’s work to make sure it is completed correctly
READING LOG:  Students are required to read a minimum of 20 minutes each night.  Write the title of the book and the amount of time spent reading in the homework planner.  Parents should initial beside the time to verify the number of minutes their child has read.  If the reading log is not completed and initialed, students will complete the reading assignment during recess.
READING PROJECTS:  Each nine weeks, students will receive reading project assignments to be completed during that grading period.  Grading rubrics will accompany each assignment, and projects will count as a test grade.  Make sure your child does the work.  We don’t expect “perfection.”  We expect second grade work.
VOCABULARY HOMEWORK:  A vocabulary test will be given weekly each Friday.  A study sheet will be sent home with the words and definitions.  

SPELLING:  Our spelling program is Words Their Way, an individualized developmental spelling, phonics, and vocabulary program. (See attached information.)  A spelling test will be given weekly each Friday.
SIGNED PAPERS: Weekly test papers will be sent home on Wednesday or Thursday.  Please review all papers with your child to help them understand their mistakes.  Also, sign the folder and return to school the next day.  If you need to keep the papers an additional night, please send a note.

****If your child’s method of transportation changes please send a note that indicates how he/she will get home. The note needs to list the specific dates which will be changed. If you do not send a note or call the office I will send your child home the usual way. ****
