Art and Man: Syllabus

Course Description: 

· We will explore visual communication from various cultures and periods of art history by discovering why art and how art is created.  

· We will expand or knowledge of various media, the structures and conventions of art as well as the creative process.  
· We will also work on improving our ability to think and form judgments about our own art as well as the art of others.

Visual Arts Standards and Benchmarks

General Requirements:

Students are expected to work cooperatively and on-task within the classroom, actively engaging in all assignments, following classroom instructions, allowing others to focus and get their work done, and coming to class with necessary materials. Demonstrate respect for others and their work. Never handle another person’s work without his/her permission.


1st Violation: Verbal warning


2nd Violation: Contact parent/restrictions imposed


3rd Violation: Referral to Principal


1st and 2nd reprimands may be bypassed if warranted. 

Beginning of Class:

Students will enter the room in a quiet, orderly manner and be seated before the second bell rings. If work is in progress immediately retrieve materials and begin working on assignments after entering the classroom. When instruction is being given, work will cease and students will pay attention to the teacher.

Attendance & Seating:

Attendance will be taken according to the seating chart once the second bell has sounded. A seating chart will be made after the first day of class. Students will remain at their work areas the entire class period. Wandering around is not permitted. Students leaving the classroom without permission will be considered absent. 

End of Class Procedures:

Work stations need to be cleaned up and all supplies and equipment need to be put away as directed five minutes before the bell rings…not before.

The bell does not signal the end of class. Students will be dismissed when work areas and equipment are clean and ready for the next class.

Special Assistance: 

Make arrangements to meet with me during quick time or after school to receive information on assignments or homework, especially if having been absent.
Grading:  Academic 80%, Productivity 20% 

Assessments will be made according to the Art Rubrics. All daily assignments and projects will be graded. 
Productivity Rubric:
 

A   The student consistently and independently demonstrates good work habits by using time productively, participating in classroom tasks,  organizing and obtaining materials and talking only at appropriate times.

B   With minimal assistance, the student demonstrates mostly good work habits by using time productively, participating in classroom tasks, obtaining and organizing materials and talking at appropriate times.

C   The student requires some assistance in using time productively, participating in classroom tasks, obtaining and organizing materials and talking at appropriate times.

D   The student requires constant assistance in using time productively, participating in classroom tasks, obtaining and organizing materials or talking at appropriate times, even with constant assistance. Work is incomplete.

F   The student requires constant assistance and still does not use time productively, participate in classroom tasks, obtain or organize materials, or talk at appropriate times, even with constant assistance. Work is incomplete.

Fundamental Concepts Rubric: 

A   The student used elements of art and principles of design to create a visually appealing/powerful art 

work.

B   The student met all project requirements using elements of art and principles of design.

C   The student met most project requirements using elements of art and principles of design.

D   The student met few project requirements using elements of art and principles of design.

F   The student did not meet project requirements.

Media Skills Rubric: 

A  The student intentionally and skillfully manipulates media and processes.

B  The student demonstrates proficient skill in using media and processes.

C   The student demonstrates some skill in using media and processes.

D   The student demonstrates minimal control of media and processes.

F   The student does not control media and processes. 

Develops Ideas: 

A   The student independently develops ideas to create original works of art by seeking/using resources, 
pursuing alternative approaches, and/or connecting to previous knowledge.

B   The student develops ideas to create finished works of art; solves the problem in a logical way to create 
a unique work of art. 

C   The student makes artwork which is “cliché” or derived from another source.

D   The student does not fully develop his/her ideas.   

F   The student does not develop his/her ideas; shows no evidence of original thought.

Missing/Late Assignments

In-class assignments must be completed to receive points. Students who are absent will have 2 days per day missed to make up academic work.

Students will be allowed two weeks (10 class days) outside of class only, to complete major assignments without losing points.  After that, you will receive only 50% which is a failing grade. 

Students who receive a low grade on an assignment may redo the assignment to receive a higher grade. If the second grade is lower, the first evaluation will stand. Re-do must be turned in at least 2 weeks before the end of the semester to be evaluated.

“Art and Man” Project list (tentative)

· Functional art:  Pinch pots (clay)

· Narrative art/illustration:  Greek black field pottery (the trials of Hercules), Japanese brush and ink paintings (based on a poem), emotional vs. Intellectual art, illustrate a word.

· Form:  Inuit animal carving, 3-D fish (clay)

· Architecture:  Taking the school out of the prairie (exploring Frank Lloyd Wright’s architecture)

· Symbol:  Portrait masks inspired by Egyptian portraits.

· Design:  tile designs inspired by Islamic art, fabric design based on mid-century American fabric design.

· Creative Process:  visualize you own version of the Hindu Gods Brahma (the creator), Vishnu (the protector) and Shiva (the destroyer)

· Proportion: distorted self-portrait:  

· Non-objective art:  Improvisations based on the work of Kandinsky

· Abstract art:  inspired by Picasso’s “Blue Guitarist” crate your own artwork inspired your own selection of guitar music.

· Political statement/Social Commentary:  Create an “Icon” image for the 21st century based on the work of Andy Warhol.
