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Reading Baseball


Rules:


  Everyone plays!!  (You must read at least 3 books by the end of the contest.)


  When the book has been read, list the title, author, and pages read on the bat.


  Each time you read a book you will be given a turn at bat on the next inning day (Monday, Wednesday or Friday).  Runs will be tallied and scored on these days only.  Both teams may occupy bases at the same time.


 When at bat, the player moves his/her marker from the dugout to home base and draws a direction card.  Then moves their marker to the proper base, or dugout if an out has been drawn.  Outs have no bearings on innings.  If your marker moves, all markers on the bases for your team move.  


  A star behind you name marks each book read.


 Winners are the highest scoring team and the top 2 readers from the losing team.
