ROMEO AND JULIET FINAL PROJECT (PRESENTATION/PORTFOLIO)

ENJOY!!
You will hand in, or present, a portfolio of work on Romeo and Juliet. You can choose from a number of assignments. In the end you must do enough work to earn a maximum of 100 points.  You may not use the same text for more than one purpose.  Also, you may only choose one art project and one performance project. Please consider working with others.
1.  Create a journal of major chronological events. (10)
Assessment criteria:  Identifying major events and ordering them chronologically (3); using a printed story map or a self-designed format (2); accuracy in writing (spelling, grammar, punctuation, vocabulary) (5).
2.  Create a diary of one major character that includes what s/he is doing and how s/he is feeling at different times in the drama. (15)
Assessment criteria:  Selecting a major character and identifying actions, events, and thoughts (5); demonstrating insight into the character’s feelings and moods, using specific references to the text in support (5); accuracy in writing (5).
3.  Select one theme in the play and relate it to your experience or to that of teens (in general).  (25)

Assessment criteria:  Correctly identifying and satisfactorily explaining a theme in the play (10); crafting an insightful extended essay that explains your experience (or that of teens) and the relationship between the theme you selected (10); accuracy in writing (5). 
4. Find good examples of six of any of the following:  metaphor, simile, personification, oxymoron, repetition, alliteration,  rhyming couplet, and puns.  (Do not use more than two of each). Explain each one. Use any four as models and create your own sentences. (35)
Assessment criteria: Understanding of the terms (10); ability to find examples (5); explaining the examples correctly (10); accuracy in writing (10).
5. Light and dark is a motif in Romeo and Juliet. Find eight examples. Explain four in modern English. Suggest another motif and find two examples; explain them (20). 
Assessment criteria: Show an understanding of the term "motif" by making accurate choices and explaining them (10), accuracy in writing (10).
6. Prepare a Web page of at least six links to help pupils who are studying Romeo and Juliet and have to do these assignments.  Describe what one can find on each of the sites. (A table format might serve your purpose best.) Hand in the assignment as an HTML file on a diskette or CD, or publish it on the Internet. In the latter case, hand in your URL (60).
Assessment criteria: Usefulness to other students (20); clarity of information and organization (10); a real knowledge of the content of each site (20); accuracy in writing (10).
7. Learn at least ten lines of text by heart and perform them dramatically in front of the class (20).
Assessment criteria: Showing the real meaning of the text (10); knowing text by heart (5); speaking clearly (5).
8. Read at least ten lines of text onto a cassette tape in a dramatically convincing way. Translate the text into modern English (also on the tape). (15)
Assessment criteria: Showing the real meaning of the text in the reading (5), speaking clearly (5); showing an understanding of every word (5). 
9. Choose any meaningful text from the play that is at least ten lines. Explain how it fits into the plot and explain what it means in your own words. Point out literary techniques. (20)
Assessment criteria:  Ability to integrate and apply knowledge to new situations (10); accuracy in writing (10).
10. Choose a few lines from the play that are meaningful to you. Draw or paint a picture that conveys the meaning of those lines. Write an explanation of your artwork. (30)
Assessment criteria:  Ability to transfer an abstract idea from one art form to another (10); explaining the idea clearly (15); accuracy in writing (5).
11. A statue of Juliet is mentioned at the end of the play. Quote the text that relates to this.  What in your opinion is the significance of the statue?  Design and create a statue, a sculpture, or other three dimensional art object.  Write why you chose to create your art object and explain its meaning. (30)
Assessment criteria:  Ability to transfer an abstract idea from one art form to another (10); explaining the idea clearly (15); accuracy in writing (5).
12. Choose at least ten lines of text and translate them into English slang and street language, or create a rap.  Keep it clean. (10)
Assessment criteria: Accuracy of ideas (5); originality (5).
13. The Israelis and the Palestinians have an ancient (perhaps not so ancient) grudge that leads to constant "feuding.”  Find lines in the play that you can relate to people's attitudes or behavior in this conflict in the Middle East.  Use at least three quotes. Explain the lines and then relate them to the conflict.  You may choose a different conflict to relate to the feud in Romeo and Juliet; please have your alternate selection approved. (30)
Assessment criteria:  Relevance of quotes (10); coherence and organization of essay (10); accuracy in writing (10).
 14. Choose any scene in the play. Let it be the inspiration for your own writing.  Create a poem, a monologue, a newspaper article, or a short story. Explain the connection between the scene from Romeo and Juliet and your writing. (30)
Assessment criteria:  Coherence and organization of writing (10); relevance to scene (10); accuracy in writing (10).
15. Create a music CD in which each selection relates to the sequence of major events in the play. (30)

Assessment criteria: Identification of major events (15); relevance to major events (10); production values, including artwork (5).
16. Create a board game that features questions and answers about the play. Questions must include quotations, identification of events, and literary elements. (60)

Assessment criteria: Quality and depth of questions, and correctness of answers (35); production values (15); playability of game (10); accuracy of writing (5).
17. You may have ideas of your own. Discuss them with me so we can decide how many points to assign and what the assessment criteria will be.
