Homework:

A valid attempt on every problem from the homework is necessary, otherwise, it is considered incomplete.  If you have not completed at least 75% the homework assignment, you will be given a pink slip.  This pink slip must be completely filled out.  If you receive three pink slips, your parent or guardian will be notified.  There is a homework hotline, and can be used until 9:00pm.  
Your Grade:

Your grade in this class is made up of test grades, quiz grades, homework grades, a project grade, a notebook check, and classroom participation.  You will have at least 5 major tests each nine weeks.  Your 9 weeks exam is 20% of your class average.  
Extra Help:

As your teacher, I am here to do everything I can to ensure that you understand the material taught and succeed in this class.  Extra help is provided both before school and after school when needed, all you have do is ASK!  If help is needed during class, quietly raise your hand and wait for assistance.  I am available every morning for help on homework problems or class work at 7:40 am.  I also stay after school on a regular basis, at least every Tuesday until 4:15.  There are plenty of opportunities for you to receive extra help, TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THEM.

CLASS PROCEDURES
Entering the Class:  

Please arrive to class on time.  Once entering the classroom, a Do Now will be on the board.  This activity is for you to do immediately; you will only be given 10 minutes to work on it.  Do Nows will cover any material taught from the beginning of the school year, or can be material you must already know before entering this class.  I will not help you with the Do Nows during this time.  If you do not understand something from it, you can come before or after school to get help, or ask during class work time.  One Do Now from each week will be taken up for a grade every Friday.  It will be graded for accuracy.  If you were absent and the Do Now is collected from that day, you are responsible for turning in a sheet with your name stating absent.  If you are absent the day a Do Now is collected, it is still your responsibility to turn it in. 
Turning in Work:

There are three shelves on my desk one for each class period.  When work is to be turned in, you should place it in the designated shelve.  If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to find out the assignments missed and turn them in.    All makeup work must be done within a week of returning to school; otherwise it will go in the grade book as a zero.  If you are absent the day before a test or quiz, and no new material was taught, you will be required to take it the following day.  

Tests:
Math is a cumulative subject, which means everything builds on everything.  Every test will cover material from the previous chapter tests.  Anything from the beginning of school can be found on any test I give you.  Therefore if you fall behind or do not understand something, you must make an effort to get extra help because it is very likely it will show up again.  If you score below a 75 on a test, you will be allowed to retake this test after school.  The retake will cover the same material as the original test, but WILL NOT be the same test.  You must retake the test within a week of receiving the original test.  
Academic Dishonesty:

Cheating is not allowed.  If a student are caught talking during a test, for any reason, it will be considered as cheating.  He or she will receive a zero for the assignment, parents will be contacted, a report of the incident will be placed in the student’s file, and the student will be suspended for one day from school.  

End of Class:
At the end of class every day, I will give you permission to pack up your stuff and dismiss you.  You are NOT to pack up your things until I have done so.  If the bell has rung, and I have not done so, you are to wait in your seat until given permission to leave
