SPEECH TOPIC IDEAS

1) Any character trait:  honesty, responsibility, friendship, caring for environment, family, patriotism, integrity (any of our school's 8 character traits)

2) Any personal activity:  hobbies, arts, crafts, machine work, sports, hunting, fishing, camping, personal recreation, pets, farming, computer technology, assisting a parent with some kind of work or craft, babysitting, school work

3) Any personal group participation:  scouts, Sunday school group, Boys and Girls Club, tutoring, environmental activities, school clubs, school sports, community sports teams
For the three supporting sections, students should think about the following:
· personal experience
· knowledge obtained in school (topic in social studies, reading or science)
· use of a fairy tale, fable or part of a story/novel
· famous person
· historical figure
· patriotic/Revolutionary leader
· President of USA (current or past)
· coach/leader
· famous quotes (google search)
· info heard on TV news, radio or in newspaper
· 4H experience
· parents' or grandparents' stories
· dictionary definition
**Students who have gone to the 4H Ridley Center camp or who have participated in any of the 4H groups:  sewing, dogs, horses, chicks, rabbits, agriculture, photography, previous year's school club, etc....can get those activities mentioned in their speech. 

**The set up of the officers can be used in the speech.  Officers could tie their position in with teamwork, leadership, responsibility, etc.

You will need to relate 4-H to your topic in your speech. You can use the actual 4 H's.....head, hands, heart, health (head to think about anything, hands to work on anything, heart to care, enjoy, have feelings for anything, and health dedicated to some kind of learning, service, exercise, etc.)
